Check, a National Sex Offender Public Registry check and FBI fingerprinting be obtained on all
volunteers who are admitted to the Foster Grandparent Program, Senior Companion Program,
and/or RSVP America Reads Program.

Audubon Area Senior Service Corps also reserves the right to conduct a nationwide
Criminal Background Check on any potential volunteer and/or active volunteer.

Selection into the program is contingent upon review of the applicant’s criminal history,
if any. Consideration will be given to all circumstances relevant to the prospective placement.
The applicant will be given an opportunity to review and challenge the factual accuracy of
result(s) received before a final decision is made with regards to selection.

Applicant Notification and Record Challenge: Your fingerprints will be used to check
the criminal history records of the FBI. You have the opportunity to complete or challenge the
accuracy of the information contained in the FBI identification record. The procedure for
obtaining a change, correction, or updating an FBI identification record are set forth in Title 28,
CFR, 16.34. Any murder or sex offender conviction automatically disqualifies participation in
the Audubon Area Senior Service Corps.
